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Terms and Conditions
1.
This competition is open to all Service Children (a child who has a parent or guardian who is a serving member of HM Forces or the Reserve Forces of the UK) up to a maximum of 18 years of age except for employees of The Service Children Support Network (SCSN), the Royal Air Force Museum, their families or anyone else associated with this competition.

All information detailing how to enter this competition forms part of these terms and conditions. It is a condition of entry that all rules are accepted as final and that the competitor agrees to abide by these rules. The decision of the judges is final and no correspondence will be entered into. Submission of an entry will be taken to mean acceptance of these terms and conditions.

Entries should be submitted by via email* to contact@servicechildrensupportnetwork.com. All entries must be labelled with the entrant’s name. Submitted images should be no smaller than 1000 pixels in either width, or height, a minimum of 72 dpi and between 1MB and 3MB. Entrants must include their own name, address, telephone number and details of their school (where appropriate) with each entry.

Although e-mail entries are the preferred method of submission, we will accept postal 
entries by CD or DVD in the case of schools or other organisations who wish to collate and 
enter multiple submissions on behalf of groups of Service Children however all conditions 
detailed at para 3 must be complied with for each individual entry. Postal entries must be 
sent to The SCSN Photographic Competition, 24 High Moors, Halton, Aylesbury, 
Buckinghamshire, HP22 5NY.

All entries must be received by no later than 1200 on 15th May 2012. Winners will be notified by 25 May 2012.

All images must have been taken between 1 May 2011 and the competition closing date. Images should not include a visible date/time stamp. All images submitted must be the work of the individual* submitting them and must not have been published elsewhere or have won a prize in any other photographic competition. It is the responsibility of each entrant to ensure that any images they submit have been taken with the permission of the subject and do not infringe the copyright of any third party or any laws. By entering the competition, competitors are confirming that the photograph they are submitting is their own work and that they own the copyright for it.

In the case of younger children, it is of course acceptable for an adult to assist the child 
in the production and submission of an image however adults are reminded that this is a 
competition for children and in the spirit of fairness, such assistance should be limited 
accordingly so as not to disadvantage other entrants. SCSN and the judges reserve the right 
to exclude any image where they believe excessive assistance may have been provided.

Images may be digitally enhanced to remove spots or scratches, but not manipulated. Entrants can enhance the picture to make it brighter, clearer etc, but not manipulate the content. SCSN and the judges reserve the right to exclude any image they believe may have been excessively treated so as to alter its authenticity. Please do not submit any images that are obscene, vulgar, pornographic, hateful, threatening, racist, sexist, discriminatory, or which otherwise violate any local or international laws. SCSN staff will ultimately decide if something is appropriate or not and act accordingly. SCSN reserves the right to the cropping and re-sizing of images as necessary to fit pre-defined formats for the competition.

Copyright in all images submitted for this competition remains with the respective entrants. However, in consideration of their providing the Competition, each entrant grants a worldwide, irrevocable, perpetual licence to SCSN to feature any or all of the submitted images in any of their publications, their websites and/or in any promotional material or exhibition connected to this competition. Only one entry per person. Late, illegible, incomplete, defaced or corrupt entries will not be accepted. No responsibility can be accepted for lost entries and proof of transmission will not be accepted as proof of receipt.

The winning entries will be those that are judged to best illustrate the theme of the competition whilst being both visually appealing and original. The winner will be notified within seven days of the closing date of the competition.

Prizes will be awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place in each of the 4 age categories; Aged 5 and Under; Age 6-9 years; Age 10-13 years and Age 14-18 years. 1st prize winners will be invited to choose goods to the value of £150.00 from the RAF Museum Shop. 2nd and 3rd prize winners will be similarly invited to choose goods to the value of £75.00 and £50.00 respectively. Prizes are not transferable and there are no cash alternatives. Winning entrants will also receive an invitation to the Competition Prize Giving event that will be held at the RAF Museum, London, on 8 June 2012. Winners will also receive their choice of a family ticket (for a single entry by 2 adults and 3 children) to the 4D Theatre at the RAF Museum London or the Simulators at the RAF Museum, Cosford. The judges' decision is final and they will not enter into communication relating to entries.
